Featuring Rachel Coleman, her
daughter Leah (who is deaf), along with Alex (Leah’s cousin, who can hear), and their
animated pet frog Hopkins, the Signing Time! series teaches hundreds of American Sign
Language (ASL) vocabulary-building signs that are useful in daily life. Signing Time! is
currently being aired on several public television stations across the country and is also
offered as a DVD/VHS series.

As early as nine months, hearing babies and toddlers can learn to communicate through
sign. Research shows that children who learn to sign may experience reduced
frustrations, fewer tantrums, enhanced cognitive development, higher 1Q scores,
increased bonding with parents, greater interest in books, and quicker development of
speaking, spelling, and reading skills.

“We are proud to be recognized locally for our work,” said Rachel Coleman, co-founder
of Two Little Hands Productions. “We are touched that our own community
acknowledges what our Signing Time! program is doing for children everywhere.”

The revolutionary ASL program recently released four new titles - My Day, My
Neighborhood, Time to Eat, and Welcome to School — for a total of 13 DVD and
video titles.
